Fees
If purchasing specific sessions (i.e. locking in):
Members: $10/session

Non-Members: $12/session

Skaters may also purchase a BFSC Skate Card, good for 10 sessions per card. This card can be used at any of the club sessions during the skating season, provided the number of skaters on the ice does not exceed 25. BFSC members will receive priority. The card will expire at the end of the skating season in May 2012. Additional Skate Cards may be purchased for the same price. Only one skater per Skate Card permitted.  

For 2011-12, the cost of a Skate Card is $120 ($12/session) for members and $130 ($13/session) for non-members.

The walk-on fee is $15 per session. Walk-ons will be allowed to skate only on sessions that are not at full capacity. 

We limit the number of skaters on any one session to 25 for safety reasons. Priority will be given to those who have locked in sessions, then to punch card holders, and then to walk-ons. In each of these categories, members have priority over non-members.
